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Executive summary 

This annex to DIII.2 and DIII.3 describes the final versions of the SCY Assessment 

Tool Suite comprising three tools: SCYFeedback, SCYePortfolio and SCYAssessment. 

This annex is organised in five sections. Section 1 summarises the assessment tools. 

The SCY Assessment tool suite is introduced and a narrative that gives a flavour of 

how the tools can be used is given in section 2. Section 3 outlines tool changes and 

updates. Section 4 describes the technical changes to the tools and section 5 concludes 

the report. 
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1 Introduction  

 

This Annex documents the final version of the SCY Assessment Tool Suite, which 

comprises the three tools: SCYFeedback, SCYePortfolio and SCYAssessment.  

 

¶ SCYFeedback 

Learners use SCYFeedback to give and receive feedback on ELOs as they are 

being created during a mission. While the tool is aimed at learners, teachers may 

use SCYFeedback as well to give formative feedback on ELOs.  

 

¶ SCYePortfolio 

Learners use SCYePortfolio to build a Mission portfolio, a Showcase portfolio 

and to receive feedback on an assessed Mission portfolio.  

 

¶ SCYAssessment 

Teachers use SCYAssessment to assess a submitted assessment Mission Portfolio. 

 

Section 2 presents assessment in SCY by providing a description of the integration of the 

tools, SCY-Lab and SCYAuthor and a narrative that describes the how the tools support 

formative and summative feedback. Then the changes and updates to each tool are 

presented in section 3. Section 4 gives an update of the technical aspects of the tools and 

section 5 concludes the report.  
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2 Assessment in SCY 

 

This section comprises a description of the workflow that shows the integration of the 

tools with each other, with SCYAuthor (see DVII.4) and with SCY-Lab, and a narrative 

that gives an indication of how the tools can be used.  

 

2.1 Workflow  of SCYAssessment Tool Suite 

Figure 1 shows the three SCY assessment tools integrated in a workflow with SCY-Lab 

and the SCYAuthor tool. The Teacher view outlines teacher authoring (see DVII.4 for 

details on teacher authoring) while the Student view outlines student activities.

2.1.1 Teacher view 

In SCYAuthor Finetune view the teacher: 

¶ Administers student access to mission content in SCY-portal. 

¶ Specifies obligatory ELOs and learning goals for students.  

 

In SCYAuthor Runtime view the teacher: 

¶ Monitors students whereabouts in LAS. 

¶ Monitors student progress by looking at number of ELOs added to student 

ePortfolios.  
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In SCYAuthor Assess ePortfolio view the teacher: 

¶ Views list of submitted student ePortfolios. 

¶ Opens SCYAssessment tool by clicking on the student name in the list of 

submitted ePortfolios. 

 

2.1.2 Student view 

In SCY-Portal the student has access to: 

¶ Mission description 

¶ SCY-Lab 

¶ SCYFeedback tool 

¶ SCYePortfolio tool  

 

In SCY-Lab the students: 

¶ Create ELOs 

¶ Ask for feedback on ELOs 

¶ Add ELOs to their ePortfolio 

 

In SCYFeedback tool the students: 

¶ View ELO Gallery 

¶ Give feedback to peers ELOs 

¶ View feedback given to ELOs (both own and those created by peers) 

¶ Reply to feedback on own ELOs and ELOs of others  

 

In SCYePortfolio the students: 

¶ Add ELOs to their ePortfolio 

¶ Add reflection comments on ELOs 

¶ Choose learning goals 

o Choose achievement level  

o Choose achievement level according to given criteria 

¶ Add reflection comments on Mission  

¶ View teacher feedback on assessed ePortfolio 

¶ Create a Showcase Portfolio 

 

2.2 Narrative description 

2.2.1 Teacher preparation 

Teacher Ola Nordman prepares for the Create a Healthy Pizza Mission using the 

SCYAuthor

 tool. After logging into the tool he reads a summary about the Mission and 

the learning goals the Mission developers have identified for the Mission. He finetunes 

the pedagogical plan by first selecting from a list which of the emerging learning objects 

(ELOs) to be created in the Mission he would like the students to include in their 

ePortfolios, see figure 1. At the end of the Mission he will use the ePortfolio to determine 

how well each student has completed the ELOs and the Mission and use this information 

as part of his summative evaluation for the unit on Eating Healthy. He also sets the

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scaffold level, determines how many students should be in LAS before they are grouped 

together and then adds students from his class to the Mission (see undertabs in figure 2).

After this he finetunes the ePortfolio by indicating, for the ELOs to be added to the 

ePortfolio, that the students should choose the achievement criteria they have fulfilled for 

a learning goal (see figure 3). He also sets the criteria for low, medium and high 

achievement for each learning goal. After adding a couple of his own learning goals he 

moves on to adding reflection questions (see undertabs in figure 3). He identifies 

reflection questions for each ELO to be added to the ePortfolio and for different aspects 

of participating in the Mission (e.g., collaboration, inquiry, effort, etc.). Finally, he adds a 

few assessment instruments (a rubric and a checklist) to be used when assessing the 

ePortfolios in the SCYAssessment tool. Now the Mission is ready for the students!

2.2.2 Formative assessment 

The students begin the Mission and navigate between LASs creating ELOs. Teacher Ola 

encourages his students to engage in peer-to-peer evaluation and emphasises the 

importance of giving each other feedback. He informs his students about the possibility to 

ask questions about their ELOs and how to give feedback to each otherôs ELOs. 

After having created a Healthy Pizza ELO Kari decides she needs some input in order to 

complete the ELO and asks for feedback on this ELO by typing a question in the ELOôs 

assessment drawer. While Richard is working on an ELO the Give feedback icon in 

SCYLab turns blue indicating that someone has asked for feedback, so he clicks on this 

icon and is taken to the SCYFeedback toolôs ELO Gallery where he sees, among others, 

Kariôs ELO waiting for feedback. He clicks on her ELO and is taken to the Give feedback 

view where he answers her question. Kari sees that she has received feedback and clicks 

on the blue Get feedback icon, which takes her to the Get feedback view where she sees 

Richardôs feedback on her ELO. She comments on his feedback, thanking her peer for the 

feedback and asking him to be more precise in his suggestion. Richard clarifies his 

feedback and Kari uses this feedback to improve her ELO. 

Meanwhile, teacher Ola is monitoring student progress though the SCYAuthor Runtime 

view and sees in the Student view that most of the students have completed the Daily 

Calorie Intake ELO. He has looked over the shoulder of some students while they were 

working on this ELO and see that they have had some problems in understanding how to 

complete the ELO and decides that he would like to look at these so that he can give them 

feedback before they submit them to their ePortfolio. He asks the class to open their

Daily Calorie Intake ELO and to submit it for feedback, with a particular question if they 

have one. Later that evening he then logs onto the SCYFeedback tool and gives feedback 

on each studentôs Daily Calorie Intake ELO. The next day the students receive the teacher 

feedback and can improve their ELO if necessary, before submitting it to the ePortfolio. 

2.2.3 Summative assessment 

Teacher Ola is pleased when the Mission is over, the students have worked hard and he is 

looking forward to seeing their ePortfolios. He sees a list over submitted ePortfolios in 

the SCY-Portal (see figure 4). He clicks on the link to Kariôs ePortfolio, which opens the 

SCYAssessment tool. He selects an ELO to assess and writes comments on the ELO and 

the reflections on the ELO in a text box and rate the ELO on a slider scale (poor, fair, 

good and excellent). While assessing her Notes on Unhealthy Diet ELO he uses the rubric 

that he had created in the SCYAuthor tool before the Mission started. Before assessing 

the rest of Kariôs ELOs, Teacher Ola assesses the other studentôs Notes on Unhealthy 

Diet ELOs, comparing them to each other. He flips back and forth between assessing 

Kariôs ELOs and assessing all ELOs of one kind. 

After assessing all of Kariôs submitted ELOs, he moves on to assess Kariôs reflections on 

her participation in the Mission and rates the ePortfolio excellent. He then submits his 

assessment, which is now available to Kari. Later, when setting Kariôs mark for the unit 

on Healthy Eating, he uses his assessment of her ePortfolio as part of the summative 

grade she receives. He continues until all ePortfolios have been assessed.

This section describes the final version of three SCY assessment tools. The student tools, 

SCYFeedback and SCYePortfolio, are accessible both from SCY-Portal student view (see 

figure 5), which gives the status of their ePortfolio and their feedback activity and from 

SCY-Lab (via the give feedback, get feedback and portfolio icons, see figure 6). In 

SCYPortal shortcuts to the ELOs on which they have given feedback and to their own 

ELOs that have received feedback are provided. Teachers access submitted ePortfolioôs 

and the SCYAssessment tool through the Assessment tab in the SCY-Portal teacher view, 

see figure 4. 

 

In the remainder of this section, tool updates and new functionality are presented for each 

of the three tools.

3.1 SCYFeedback 

3.1.1 Tool updates and new functionality 

Table 2 outlines the updates and new functionality for the SCYFeedback tool.

3.1.2 Agent Notification 

Ask for Feedback 

Students ask for feedback on a particular ELO by writing a question in the assessment 

drawer while working on the ELO in SCY-Lab, see figure 6. After submitting the 

question by clicking on the Ask for feedback button the ELO is added to the ELO Gallery 

in the SCYFeedback tool. The Give Feedback icon in SCY-Lab will show solid blue in 

all other studentsô SCY-Lab window.

Feedback Notification 
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Students are notified that one of their ELOs has received feedback by the Get Feedback 

icon changing to solid blue . Figure 7 illustrates the Get Feedback icon having 

turned blue indicating that someone has given feedback on one of your ELOs. In 

addition, when a studentôs ELO receives feedback the View feedback button, see figure 

7, appears in that ELOôs assessment drawer.

Students are notified that someone has asked for feedback on an ELO by the Give 

feedback icon changing to solid blue . Figure 8 illustrates the Give Feedback icon 

having turned blue indicating that someone has asked for feedback on their ELO.

3.1.3 ELO Gallery 

Once the Ask for Feedback button has been clicked the ELO is added to the Gallery of 

ELOs awaiting feedback in the SCYFeedback tool. Figure 9, from the French trial of the 

Forensic Mission in September/October 2011, shows an ELO Gallery with 6 ELOs 

awaiting feedback.

The new drop down menus enables the student to sort the gallery to their own liking. 

They can sort by Show (newest, commented, most commented, not commented, 

commented by me, highest scored, most viewed), Category (All, Optimised Pizza, etc 

(the categories of ELOs in the Mission), or by Person (All, or selection from list of other 

students involved in the Mission). 

 

The default sorting is on the Newest ELOs. This enables organisation of the ELO 

Gallery, which otherwise would have been an endless list of ELOs. 

A shortcut to viewing all ELOs by a student who has an ELO in the ELO Gallery is 

accessible by clicking on the student name in the information shown under the thumbnail. 
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3.1.4 ELO Feedback view 

ELO feedback can be given for the first time by giving direct feedback on a studentôs 

question, see figure 10, or can be given on already given feedback (i.e., feedback on 

feedback), see figure 11. 

 

Give Feedback 

Students give feedback on each otherôs ELOs by first selecting an ELO from the ELO 

Gallery in the SCYFeedback tool, which the student can reach either by clicking on the 

give feedback icon or through the SCYPortal. Then the student selects an ELO from the 

gallery by clicking on the ELO, which takes them to the Give feedback view, see figure 

9. The example in figure 10 is from the French trial in September/October 2011) and 

shows that groupe8 has asked for feedback ñquels sont les listes des précautions à 

prendre pour effectuer des prélevémentsò (What is the list of precautions to take when 

collecting samples) and groupe 9 has replied ñI donôt knowò) on the Checklist for crime 

scene examination ELO. In order to see the ELO in SCY-Lab a student can click on the 

ELO thumbnail, which results in a pop-up window, see figure 11, which gives the option 

to inspect the ELO in single ELO mode of SCY-Lab (i.e., one cannot make changes and 

resave the ELO).

Get Feedback 

There are two ways to access the feedback given on ELOs. When the Get Feedback icon 

is blue indicating that an ELO has received feedback the student can either: 1) click on 

the Get Feedback icon, or 2) if the ELO that has received feedback is open, click on the 

View Feedback button. Figure 12 shows both these situations. Clicking on the View 

Feedback button results in an external browser window opening directly to the Get 

Feedback view for the specific ELO, see figure 13. 

 

Figure 13 shows a feedback dialogue where Vibeke asked a question ñDo you think my 

pizza is healthyò, Anjo responded to Vibekeôs question with ñI think it is fairly healthy, 

but has too many salty production on itò, and Vibeke replied to Anjoôs feedback with 

ñThat was good feedback! I am going to remove the baconò. This illustrates that one can 

reply to feedback and not just to a question.

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3.2 SCYePortfolio 

3.2.1 Tool updates and new functionality 

Table 2 outlines the updates and new functionality of the SCYePortfolio tool. 

 
Table 2: Updates and new functionality of SCYePortfolio tool  

Updates 

My ePortfolio view ELO thumbnails are used as placeholders for the 

obligatory ELOs to be added to the portfolio, see 

figure 14. The frame around is green when an 

ELO has been added, see figure 15. 

 

From the Bergen field trial it was found that the 

students did not understand that the pop down list 

(see figure 3 in DIII.3) represented the ELOs they 

should add to the ePortfolio. Thus, the pop down 

list has been replaced by a visual display of 

thumbnails of the obligatory ELOs. NOW, the 

student has a clear overview of which ELOs have 

been added and which ELOs still need to be 

added. 

Add to ePortfolio view  

(selecting learning goals)  

When selecting the general or specific learning 

goals, students now have to select an achievement 

level. There are two options, one of which is 

chosen by the teacher before the Mission begins: 

 

1) Select confidence level to which you have 

achieved the goal. 

2) Select the criteria you have fulfilled. 

 

See figures 18 and 19. 

 

This adds an additional layer of reflection for the 

students and makes the learning goals more 

meaningful for the teacher. 

New Functionality 

Showcase view Publishing to my Showcase Portfolio has been 

implemented, see figure 22.  

Showcase view The Showcase Portfolio has been implemented, 

see figures 24 and 25. 

Showcase view Opening an ELO in SCY-Lab has been 

implemented. 

Facebook Notification of publishing to a Showcase Portfolio 

has been implemented, see figure 23. Clicking on 

the link in the wall post opens a studentôs 

Showcase Portfolio. 

 

3.2.2 My ePortfolio view 

When the ePortfolio is opened, either from SCY-Lab or from SCYPortal, the student sees 

thumbnails representing the obligatory ELOs to be added to the ePortfolio, see figure 14. 

Once an ELO is added, the frame around the ELO turns green, see figure 15, and moving 

the mouse over the ELO highlights information about the added ELO, see figure 16.

3.2.3 Add to ePortfolio view 

There are two entry points for adding an ELO to the ePortfolio, one from SCY-Lab and 

one from the tool directly. In SCY-Lab the students can drag the ELO icon over to the 

ePortfolio icon and the ePortfolio tool will open to the Add an ELO view with that ELO, 

see figure 17. This view has been updated with a removal of the description textbox (the 

students did not know what to write here), and the addition of a reflection over the chosen 

learning goals (described below). To add an ELO while in the ePortfolio tool, the student 

just clicks on the ELO thumbnail in the My ePortfolio view, and then selects which ELO 

to add from a set of possible ELOs (result of search of RoOLO for that studentôs ELOs of 

that type, shown in DIII.3).

In the earlier versions when adding an ELO to the ePortfolio the student selected relevant 

learning goals. Now, however, for each selected learning goal they may have to 1) reflect 

on whether they have low, medium or high achievement of the learning goal, or 2) they 

need to reflect and chose which criteria (low, medium and high) they have accomplished 

for the learning goal. The actual option is specified during teacher authoring before the 

Mission commences, see figure 3. Figure 18 shows the first option, choosing low, 

medium or high achievement of the learning goal. Figure 19 shows the second option, 

selecting the relevant criteria.

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After having selected the learning goals the student clicks on the ñAdd to ePortfolioò 

button. They are then taken back to the My ePortfolio view and the added ELOôs 

thumbnail has a green frame around it indicating that the ELO has been added, see figure 

20. As the student adds ELOs to their ePortfolio, the SCYAuthor Runtime view is 

updated. Figure 21 shows the Runtime view after Vibeke has submitted four ELOs.

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3.2.4 Showcase view 

A simple Showcase Portfolio allows students to share their main Mission products (called 

anchor ELOs within the project) outside of school. When as students adds an ELO to 

their ePortfolio, they can select (check off) if they want the ELO added to their Showcase 

portfolio, see figure 17. If they do, the student needs to provide an accompanying 

explanation of why the ELO is being added (e.g., representing new knowledge, skills, 

information etc.) that will be shown with the ELO in the Showcase portfolio. 

Later, when a student views the feedback on their ePortfolio, a simple mechanism, see 

hyperlink in figure 22, enables them to publish their Showcase portfolio and announce it 

via the social media application Facebook, see figure 23. A Showcase portfolio is 

associated with a particular SCY Mission, thus a student has a Showcase portfolio for 

each Mission in which they participate.

Figure 23 shows a completed Showcase portfolio for the Healthy Pizza Mission. Rolling 

the mouse over a thumbnail shows the name of the ELO. A link to SCY-Com (SCY 

community web site) where a visitor can try SCY-Lab is included.

3.3.1 Tool updates and new functionality 

Table 3 outlines the updates and new functionality of the SCYAssessment tool.

Updates 

SCYAuthor Submitted student portfolios are now listed under 

the SCYAuthor Assessment tab, and are clickable 

in order to open the SCYAssessment tool, see 

figure 26.  

 

This list is thus moved from the opening view of 

the SCYAssessment tool and removes one layer of 

clicking from the tool (figure 11 DIII.2). In 

addition, SCYAssessment is better integrated in 

the SCYPortal. 

Assess ELO view New layout for the Assess ELO view. 

 

This makes it more clearly defined what is from 

the student and what is for teacher (see figure 15 

DIII.2) 

New Functionality

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3.3.2 Overview of submitted student ePortfolios 

The SCYPortal provides the teacher with a list of student ePortfolios waiting to be 

assessed, see figure 26.

3.3.3 Assess ELO view  

To open a student portfolio in the SCYAssessment tool, the teacher clicks on the student 

name (figure 26) and SCYAssessment opens to the Assess Portfolio view, see figure 27.

The teacher selects an ELO to assess by clicking on the ELO thumbnail, which opens an 

ELO assessment view, see figure 28. The view is divided into two sides. On the left the 

studentôs selection of general and specific learning goals with corresponding achievement 

level/achievement criteria for that ELO and the reflections that the student has made on 

the ELO is shown. On the right side the teacher writes an assessment of the ELO and the 

reflections in the text boxes.
